About Jersey Hospice Care
Jersey Hospice Care Fundraising Limited is a subsidiary of Jersey Hospice Care and raises money for the specialist palliative nursing service. Jersey Hospice Care is an independent charity which provides holistic care, 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, free of charge, for patients with cancer and motor neurone disease within patients’ homes and at Clarkson House in the Day Hospice and the In-Patient Unit. The charity’s Community Bereavement Service is also available to all islanders who have suffered a loss. 
Jersey Hospice Care is committed to providing a professional service of the highest standard to all those entrusted to our care and we were first established in 1982. At the start of 2010 Jersey Hospice Care was awarded a one-off grant from the States of Jersey Fiscal Stimulus Initiative to help fund the re-development of Clarkson House and enable the project to start earlier than scheduled, as part of the States’ strategy to stimulate the economy and in particular, the construction industry. 
Jersey Hospice Care receives no other funding from the States of Jersey. As such it remains dependent upon the support of the public to fund its daily operating costs (currently more than £6,000) in order to maintain the high standard of care offered to its patients and their families.
Our services 
Our services are provided:

· within patients’ homes
· at our Day Hospice
· in Clarkson House
· through the Bereavement Service

This is so that all our patients are enabled to:

· live the remainder of their lives to the full
· remain at home if they wish 
· die with dignity where they choose

Jersey Hospice Care provides a package of integrated services 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.  Each care plan is tailored to suit individual needs. 
 
Home Care
The Hospice Home Care Team of specialist nurses provides 24-hour, on-call care and support to approximately 80 people and their families in the community at any one time.

Day Hospice 
Up to twelve patients who are being cared for in their home also attend the Day Hospice which is open every Monday, Wednesday and Friday. A wide range of treatments is available to them; these include nursing needs, physiotherapy, massage, bathing and light exercises. Apart from allowing each patient to enjoy a change of scenery and to meet other people who are in a similar situation, it also gives carers some free time.

Clarkson House
Patients are often admitted to the In-Patient Unit of Clarkson House for just a few days to have their medication regulated or to have blood transfusions or to allow their carers a much-needed break.

Cancer patients with lymphoedema (a swelling due to the excess accumulation of fluid in the tissues caused by inadequate lymphatic drainage) are treated at Clarkson House through physiotherapy and massage.

Community Bereavement Service
The Community Bereavement Service at Clarkson House is available to anyone in Jersey who has suffered a loss, regardless of the nature of the bereavement.
